What is COP28?



• Official negotiations: Delegates from various nations convene to 
advance the technical aspects of UNFCCC's mandate, including the 
implementation of the Paris Agreement.

• High-level ministerial dialogues and events: Political leaders engage 
in strategic discussions to drive global endeavours concerning climate 
change.

• Official side events and pavilions: These parallel activities encompass 
thematic discussions, events, and pavilions that spotlight climate action 
and technologies. 

COP28 consists of



• Glasgow COP26 had 40.000 and Sharm el-Sheik COP27 had 35.000 
participants, while Dubai COP28 is aiming at 70.000 participants

• COP meetings and attached pavilions have become the most important 
climate event

• Blue and Green Zone pavilions are increasingly active and COP28 presidency 
is further strengthening the corporate participation

• Other Nordic countries have had pavilions in previous COP meetings

Pavilion fit-out packages:
Tier 1 65 – 80 m2 1150 USD/m2 65 m2 = 74.750 USD
Tier 2 100-140 m2 1280 USD/m2 103 m2 = 131.840 USD

140 m2 = 179.200 USD
Tier 3 150-195 m2 1410 USD/m2 103 m2 = 145.230 USD

150 m2 = 211.500 USD
Prices cover the rent of the space and the fit-out package.

Additional costs include customization and additional own elements, catering and cleaning
services, etc.

For additional cost also 2nd floor meeting and office spaces can be arranged

For price comparison Gitex Global 2023 fair rents only the space for about 700 USD/m2 and fair stand shell for 850 
USD/m2 for five day event, thus prices are well below market prices
