COMMON MISTAKES

1. Applicants are not strong enough for China market (financials, personnel)
A In Co -innovation projects this might mean that entire project is not eligible

2. Objectives and export targets are not ambitious enough
A Export factor 20 -30 is required according to normal Business Finland requirements

3. Business Finland (or MoST) Is not contacted and consulted
A Business Finland can help in checking your eligibility and preparing the application

4. Ehgibility criteria are not carefully checked
A E.g., from the Finnish side research organizations cannot apply alone in the MOST calls

5. Applicants are not aware of the China market
A Unrealistic plans not considering, e.g., IPR issues, regulation or competition

6. Attachments are missing or submission is done too late

A E.g., in the MOST calls the Bilateral Cooperation Form and/or Consortium Agreement is
missing (NOTE: This is a critical iIssue on the China side!) , remember the time difference!
