The ERC particularly encourages proposals that cross disciplinary
boundaries, pioneering ideas that address new and emerging fields and applications that
introduce unconventional, innovative approaches.

There are three ERC core funding schemes for individual researchers, one group funding
scheme and an additional scheme for ERC grantees.
